Jones Bridge Swim and Racquet Club Party Policies - 2010
General

Jones Bridge Swim and Racquet Club members may reserve club facilities for parties and socials.

· The large pavilion between the tennis courts and the pool (Tennis Court Pavilion) may be reserved for up to two hours during any open club hours, 9 a.m. – 11 p.m.

· Pool parties may be scheduled within or outside of regularly scheduled pool hours as specified below.

· The Tennis Court Pavilion, and the small pavilion inside the pool gates, may be reserved in conjunction with pool parties at a cost of $50.00 ($25 refundable if area is cleaned up after party as per the club rules.)
· Members hosting the pavilion or pool party are responsible for cleaning up as per the rules in order to obtain the $25 refundable part of the fee back.   All trash must be emptied into the large trash can at the end of the parking lot.  Please see clean up rules at the end of this document.
Pool Party Policies

All persons using the pool do so at their own risk.  Jones Bridge Swim and Racquet Club will not be responsible for any accident or injury in connection with such use.  Guests must adhere to Jones Bridge Swim and Racquet Club Pool Rules and Policies.

Scheduling Additional Lifeguards

· Per our contract with American Pools, JBSRC may hire at least one additional lifeguard for ANY party, regardless of the number of guests.  Please contact the Vice-President (Teri Navin or terinavin@gmail.com) to determine if your party requires an additional lifeguard.  (Two or more additional lifeguards may be required in certain situations, such as teenage parties, parties where alcohol is being served, parties with young children, etc.)
· Members must notify the Vice President of all pool parties to get on the calendar and regardless of the number of guests to ensure availability, limit crowding and ensure adequate lifeguard coverage.  It is at the Vice President’s discretion to decide on the need of the additional lifeguards.   
· Members should submit their requests via e-mail as soon as possible to terinavin@gmail.com and jones_bridge_swim_and_tennis@hotmail.com with the following information:

· The proposed party date, with both beginning and ending times (2 hour period)

· The number of adults and children who will be attending

· Whether or not alcohol will be served

· The ages of the children who may be attending
· Phone number and e-mail where the person can be reached (work and home numbers are helpful)
· Members should receive e-mailed confirmation from someone within 48 hours.  It is imperative that correct information is given to protect the club, the members and the swimmers by staffing appropriately.  If the information provided regarding guests, ages, alcohol was incorrect which resulted in understaffing of lifeguards, your party will be delayed until another guard can be brought in or the party will be cancelled.

· In the event that the pool party that has required another lifeguard be brought in, goes beyond the original scheduled time, the member must pay the additional charges ($20 per hour) to cover the lifeguards pay.

· Fees are due to the Treasurer at least two weeks before the party date.

· Individual parties with more than 25 guests are not permitted during pool hours.

· Party guests are required to respect the lifeguard breaks which are 15 minutes per hour   and remove children from the pool as requested.

· The additional lifeguard is hired ONLY to guard the pool; they will not assist in party clean-up.

Parties during Open Pool Hours

· Members may schedule a pool party during regularly scheduled pool hours for up to 25 guests.   Most parties will fall during this time period.

· Fee:  $50 for 2 hour party ($25 dollars will be returned upon cleaning up the area as per the rules set.)   If the party goes over the 2 hours, and an additional lifeguard was needed, the cost will be an additional $18 per hour to cover the lifeguard costs.

Parties Overlapping Open Pool Hours

· Members may schedule a pool party for up to 25 guests beginning before or ending after open pool hours.

Examples:
Sunday from 11 a.m. – 2 p.m. (when the pool is scheduled to open at 1 p.m.)

Saturday from 8 p.m. – 10 p.m. (when the pool is scheduled to close at 9 p.m.)
· Fee:  $50 ($25 will be returned upon clean up per the rules) plus $18 per hour for lifeguard outside normal hours.

Fee example:
A 2 hour party for 1 – 25 guests with most guests being 11 years old would require scheduling one lifeguard and would cost  $50 ($25 is refundable) and $18 per hour for the lifeguard outside normal hours.

Parties Outside of Open Pool Hours

· Members may schedule a pool party before or after regularly scheduled pool hours.

· The party must end no later than 11 p.m. (we are trying to respect the neighbors!)
· Fee:  1 – 100 guests, $100 ($25 is refundable upon cleanup of the area) plus actual fees billed by American Pools – ($20 per hour per lifeguard needed) 

Fee Example:  A 2 hour after hours  party for 1 – 25 guests with most guests being 11 years old would require scheduling one lifeguard and would cost $50 ($25 being refundable if cleanup is done per the club rules) plus $20 per hour per lifeguard.    26 – 75 guests would require 2 lifeguards and would cost $50 ($25 being refundable if cleanup is done per the club rules) as well as the $20 per hour per lifeguard fee.
· Additional lifeguards must be cancelled at least 24 hours in advance.  The host is responsible for watching the weather and making the decision to cancel to avoid late fees.  The vice-president will provide instructions for canceling the additional lifeguard.

· If the pool is closed due to contamination before the party begins, every effort will be made to contact the party host immediately.  It is extremely important to have a contact number for you (both work and home).
Pool Closings

· The pool is generally open from 11 a.m. – 9 p.m. Monday – Saturday and 1 p.m. – 8 p.m. on Sunday.  We strongly recommend that members have a “back up plan” in case the weather prevents swimming or the pool is closed for contamination or other reasons.  

· There will be evenings when the Jones Bridge Barracudas will be having swim meets and the pool will not be open to anyone except those involved in the swim meets.  

· The Tennis Pavilion will be occupied and unavailable when there are Jones 
Bridge home teams playing tennis. 
Rules for Clean- up (Must be done to get $25 refund back from the $50 party fee)
.

· All Trash must be bagged and placed in the big trash bins in the parking lot.

· The pavilion and tables must be clean and free from party debris.  If the floor of pavilion needs washing off, please use the hose from the pool area to do so. Please make sure the hose is turned off after finishing and replaced.

· Please remove any decorations from the area.

· Please clean up the grounds around the party area for any cups, plates, napkins that may have blown away.
