JBRC Community Garden Guidelines and Rules
I will be respectful of other gardeners and their plots.
I will have something planted by May 30th and keep it planted all summer long
If I must abandon the garden I will give notice to garden leaders.
I will keep weeds down and maintain the areas immediately surrounding my plot.
If my plot becomes unkept, I understand that I will be given 10 days notice to clean it up and if not it will be tilled up and reassigned.

I will keep trash and litter cleared from my plot as well as from the pathways and fences.
I will participate in a minimum of  2 work days each year at the garden (total 10 hours) to help maintain the community garden.
I will plant tall crops where they will not shade neighbor’s plots.
I will pick only my crops unless given permission to pick someone else’s.
I will not use fertilizers, insecticides or weed repellants that will in any way affect other plots. I will only use environmentally friendly products inside the garden.
I will make sure I close the gate when I leave. 

I will make sure water is turned off and the hose/watering cans are back in place.
I will take my trash with me when I leave.
Pets are not permitted inside the garden gate and I will clean up after my pets
outside the garden gate.
Garden hours: sunrise to sunset
If you wish to build a raised bed and are using anything other than untreated wood or you wish to put anything in the garden please contact the garden board for prior approval:)
